Asparagus Puffs Recipe

any of the members attending our September meeting requested the recipe for the asparagus puffs made by
hef James Knell. The Chef was more than happy to share that with you.

Ingredients

24 Asparagus Spears

1/2 Sheet Frozen Puff Pastry (thawed)

2 0z. Garlic and Herb Goad Cheese (flavored cream cheese works well also)
Salt and Pepper To Taste

Procedure

Preheat the oven to 400 degrees.
Bring a large pot of salted water to a boil.

Meanwhile, cut 3-inch tips from each stalk of asparagus. Add the tips to the boiling water and cook just until
they turn bright green; about 1-2 minutes

Drain the tips, then plunge them into ice water to stop the cooking process. Drain again, then dry thoroughly on
paper towels. Set aside.

The asparagus tips can be steamed the day before and then refrigerated.

Roll the pastry into a 12-by-4 inch rectangle. From the 4-inch side, carefully cut the pastry into 4 (1-inch) strips.
Spread each strip with1/4 of the cheese, then sprinkle with sale and pepper. Cut each strip into 6 equal pieces
measuring 2 inches. You should have 24 equal-sized rectangles.

Wrap each asparagus tip in one of the rectangles, using a little water to help seal the ends.

Place them sealed-side down on a baking sheet. Bake until puffed and golden, about 15 minutes. Serve imme-
diately.

*** The puffs can be assembled the day before the event and kept chilled. Remove from the refrigerator about 30
minutes before baking.
